Taste Trekkers Itinerary
14th October- 25th October

DAY 1 - Friday 14 October - arrival to Barcelona, Spain
Meet at our funky hotel in the heart of Barcelona anytime from 2pm. You will have the afternoon to settle in, have a mooch and get ready for our ‘Fiesta de Bienvenida’ (welcome party)!
To celebrate the start of our food adventure we will have dinner at an awesome tapas bar that specialises in local Catalan food and produces their very own ‘cava’ (sparkling wine)- delicious!

DAY 2 - Saturday 15 October - Barcelona
After a relaxing breakfast, we’ll head over to the fantastic local market to soak up the atmosphere & discover the essentials of Spanish cuisine - jamón (said hamon), chorizo, cheese, olives, fresh seafood ... you name it, the Spanish love it! This afternoon, our favourite local chef will teach us the tricks to putting together an impressive Catalan feast in a hands-on cooking class. We’ll then linger over a late long lunch enjoying the spoils of our hard work and a few well earned vinos.

DAY 3 - Sunday 16 October – Barcelona
Today is a fun shopping day. Join us in the morning to explore the back streets of Barcelona. We’ll stroll through the shops to find funky accessories, beautiful homewares and designer shoes & fashion, and of course, we’ll also stop here and there to taste typical Catalan pastries, grab a coffee or just sit and watch the locals go about their daily life. This evening, we’ll have a dinner at a great restaurant not far from the hotel

DAY 4 - Monday 17 October – Barcelona 
This is your day to explore. Slow down at the hotel, find those Spanish fashions you’ve been dreaming of or check out one of the many beach bars lining Barceloneta- just be wary of the food at these tourist hotspots, drink to your hearts content though. The works of Antoni Gaudí are quintessentially ‘Barcelona’, so maybe take the day to get to know this incredibly talented artist/architect. Why not start with a visit to Casa Batllö, a former private residence for one Barcelona’s wealthiest families, designed by Gaudí in the early 1900’s, then head up to ‘La Sagrada Familia’, Gaudí’s final work. Parc Güell is a wonderful oasis of calm away from the hustle and bustle of central Barcelona, go for a wander- guides can be organized if you wish.

DAY 5 - Tuesday 18 October – Barcelona- Sant Sadurní d’Anoia- Priorat
This morning we’re off to the quaint village of Sant Sadurní d’Anoia, about an hour out of Barcelona to visit a ‘cava’ (sparkling wine) winery that has been in the same family for more than 17 generations. We will see the underground caves where the cava is stored, stroll through the gorgeous gardens and, of course, taste the cava. Lunch will be at a great local restaurant that prides itself on using as much regional produce as possible, including the wines! After lunch, we head to Priorat, a winery region known for some of the best reds in Spain- well according to the wine writers and collectors! Priorat features quaint villages, rustic Catalan food and spectacular scenery: a field day for the photographers amongst us.

DAY 6 - Wednesday 19 October – Priorat

Today we’re heading to the ‘Finca’ (country home) of Neus and Fernando, the owners of boutique olive oil company, Cavaloca. Neus will teach us the delicate art of making her signature ‘Orelletes’ pastries before we go for a stroll through their 1000 year old olive groves. Fernando will then lead us in a tasting of each of their different olive oil varieties before we enjoy a rustic lunch of typical ‘Priorati’ dishes on the terrace overlooking the rolling hills of the Priorat.

DAY 7 - Thursday 20 October - Delta de L’Ebre
About an hour to the south of the Priorat is the farming area of the ‘Delta de l’Ebre’, the largest wetland area in Spain and home to rice paddies, salt farms, almond and hazelnut orchards and fresh water seafood. See how rice is cultivated and drive through the salt farms and orchards, before arriving at the mouth of the river River Ebro. We’ll head out on one of the local barges to see the mussel leases and then spend the afternoon feasting on just-caught seafood – heavenly! We’ll finish the day with a cheap & cheerful dinner.

DAY 8 - Friday 21 October - arrival to San Sebastian (called Donostia in Spain)
This morning is all yours to sleep-in, relax at the hotel or explore the local villages of the Priorat before we leave. Early this afternoon, we’ll transfer to the airport in Barcelona for our quick flight over to San Sebastian-Donostia. After settling in to our boutique hotel we’ll head down to the old town and be taken on a ‘pintxos’ (tapas on sticks) bar hop with our very favourite local gastronome.

DAY 9 - Saturday 22 October - San Sebastian-Donostia
This morning, we’re off to the local fish market to see why ‘País Vasco’ (Basque Country) is renowned for having some of the best seafood in Spain. We’ll select a few different types of fish and then head back to the kitchen where a well-known local chef will teach us the secrets to Basque. Then a long lunch and you’ll have the chance to ask our chef all the cooking questions you’ve always wanted to ask the pros!

DAY 10 - Sunday 23 October – San Sebastian
Today is all yours to explore San Sebastian-Donostia in your own time - have a look through your information pack for suggestions on where to go & what to do. Or chill out and read a book or find a wine bar & just sit! Optional cooking class with Sally if you wish.  Meals – breakfast, dinner (optional)

DAY 11 - Monday 24 October - San Sebastian
This morning, we have a little excursion over to Bilbao to visit Frank Gehry’s Guggenheim museum. You will have plenty of time to explore the museum and then wander around Bilbao’s old town before returning to San Sebastian-Donostia in the early afternoon. You may also prefer to stay in San Sebastián and finish that last minute shopping, have a pamper session at the local day spa or just enjoy your last day in Spain. This evening, have a fantastic food finale!  We will be treated to an 8 course degustation at 3 Michelin-starred, Arzak restaurant. Not only do we have our own sommelier, but we have a table in the kitchen! We can see these talented chefs in action and find out how Arzak has managed to keep their 3 stars for the last 22 years!
